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This plant species list 1s a sample of

species that occur in your municipality
and are relatively easy to grow or to
purchase from a native plant nursery.
Some of the more common plants are
listed, as well as uncommon species that
have a limited distribution and only

occur in your area.

However, many more species could be

included on the list. Observing your

local bush 1s a good way to get an idea

of what else may be grown in your

area and 1s suited to your property. To
help choose the right plants for your

site, you will find information on plants
suitable for different soil types, vegetation
communities and uses, including species

safe to plant below power lines.
